Lowered taxes for
the middle class

At the beginning of this year we put in
place the middle class tax cut- because
we know when middle class Canadians
have more money in their pockets to
save, invest, and grow the economy, we
all benefit. We cut the middle income
tax bracket to 20.5 per cent from 22 per
cent. This tax relief is worth up to $670
per person, per year d or $1,340 for a
two-income household.

Canada Child Benefit

In July, families started receiving the
Canada Child Benefit- an enhancement
and consolidation of programs from
the previous govern
lift 300,000 kids out of poverty. Parents
now receive more money, tax-free, to
help with the high cost of raising their
kids.

In Ontario, more than 2 million children
are now benefitting from an average
mont hly Il nstall ment
yearly total of $6,960. Think about what
that means for their future, and ours.

This fall, we are strengthening the
Canada Pension Plan (CPP) to provide a
more secure retirement and better
guality of life for Canadians.

Accessible education

This is an exciting time at the Seneca
College King Campus.

For
example, some roles in the military,
some trades, resource extraction jobs,
and even roles that are not normally
considered hazardous, such as pilots,
flight attendants, and frequent flyers,
do pose a risk to pregnant women.
The bill seeks to raise awareness of
the issue and would allow workers to
access maternity benefits earlier, how-
ever, it does not provide for additional
weeks of assistance.
